Your Water Board of Trustees may
have a serious query, for example;
“The underwriters or government
have increased all water tank
storage requirements for fire flows of
all water systems. Does our water
system now have enough capacity?”
The Ministry of Community Services
has Infrastructure Planning Grants
available to all improvement districts
or private water purveyors for the
purpose of studying an infrastructure
problem. The Ministry of Community
Services will pay 100% of the first
$5,000 and 50% of the next $10,000
of approved studies.

Eligible Applicants

An eligible applicant is a local
government, defined as a
municipality, a regional district or a
greater board. However, applications
may be made and have been made
by these entities on behalf of our
improvement districts, registered
utilities, small water purveyors and
private water user communities.

Eligible Projects
The grants are provided for projects

to study the feasibility, costs,
technology and location of proposed
sewer, water, drainage or
transportation facilities. This grant
program has been ongoing for 14
years but has limited budgets. The
ministry has two soft deadline dates
of mid-December and mid-June each
year.

The Coastal Water Suppliers
Association of B.C. is working
towards elevation of our small water
system purveyors and/or
improvement districts onto a level
Ministry of Community Service's
playing field that now has only
regional districts, incorporated towns
and municipalities as players. This
could eventually allow small water
system purveyors and/or
improvement districts to directly
access, not only these study grants,
but also capital grants for
improvements to water systems.

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WATER SYSTEM FUNDING

There are three areas that require
Funding Mechanisms for Water
Purveyors:

Strategic

Capital

Operation & Maintenance

1. Strategic Funding

Water Purveyors should:

1.1 Establish a contingency fund,
where feasible, so that they are
prepared to deal with emergency or
unforeseen situations with their water
infrastructure.

1.2 Have independent responsibility
for the metering for, billing and
collecting their user fees

1.3 Have transparent accountancy
open to the public.

1.4 Have full cost accounting. Once full
cost accounting is complete, water
purveyors should assess the feasibility
of full cost recovery.

1.5 Development Cost Charge bylaws
if they plan to increase or expand their
infrastructure.

2. Capital Funding

Water Purveyors should:

2.1 Communicate to their water users
on the benefits of paying for a
community water service.

2.2 Look for private or non-government
funds to supplement their overall
revenue from traditional areas.

2.3 Use their collected funding only on
a sustainable on a life cycle basis
without reliance on capital funding from
regional, provincial or federal
governments.

2.4 Implement a special levy to pay for

3. Operation & Maintenance

Funding

Water Purveyors should:

3.1 Consider forming a regional
system of maintenance for adjacent
water systems.

3.2 Share maintenance expertise with
other water purveyors in the area.

3.3 Have trained and licensed
operators.

3.4 Provide adequate funds for annual
operation and maintenance.

Public Funding Programs:

The following public mechanisms are

currently available for small water

systems: Transfer Payments, Grants,

Contributions and taxation. Public

funding is usually in the form of

transfer payments from the federal or
provincial governments. There are four

However, most these funds are
administered through the BC
Provincial Government through the
Ministry of Community Services. The
funds are then channelled through
the incorporated cities, towns,
municipalities and regional districts of
B.C. Water systems for private users,
unincorporated towns and villages
can only obtain infrastructure monies
through their respective Regional
District. These funds are usually
always severely over-subscribed.
However, all water purveyors should
try to obtain a fair share of the funds.
